Q: What are the expectations for students
waiting at the bus stop?

A: Students must wear a face covering at their
designated bus stop.

Q: Will students be allowed to board a bus
without a mask?
A: No.

Q: What are the expectations for students while
riding the bus to and from school?

A: Students must wear a face covering at all times.
This includes at the bus stop, while loading onto the
bus, for the duration of the ride and upon entering
the building.

Q: Will there be assigned seating on the bus?
A: Yes. Students will be assigned a seat number for
riding the bus to and from school.

Q: How will students unload from the buses in
the morning?

A: Buses will be unloaded in waves as opposed

to past practice which allowed all buses to be
unloaded at the same time. Buses will be unloaded
in waves to promote social distancing as students
enter the building.

Q: What are the expectations during student
dismissal?

A: In order to promote social distancing, students
will be dismissed from 10th period classes in waves.
Students should exit the building promptly in an
orderly manner and load onto their assigned bus.

Q: Will my student be allowed to ride home with
a friend who is assigned to a different bus?

A: Due to seating assignments and the promotion
of social distancing, students will NOT be allowed
to ride a bus other than the one they have been
assigned to ride.

Q: Where do | drop off/pick up my student if |
transport them to and from school?

A: Drop off and pick up take place at the north side
of the building in front of Doors #1 and #2.

Q: Can | pick up/drop off my student on Panther
Drive or the west side parking lot?
A: NO. For student safety, drop off and pick up are
only allowed in designated locations.

Q: My student will be driving to school, where
should he/she park?

A: Student parking is located in the lot north of
Northview Middle School between the yellow lines.
Additional student parking is available south of the
J. Everett Light Career Center or south of the Tennis
House.

Q: Does my student need a special parking pass
to park at North Central?

Q: What are the expectations for students that
drive?

A: Students that drive to school must have a face
covering on immediately upon exiting their vehicle.
They should also use the designated crosswalks
when approaching the school.

Q: Will there be a 4:30 p.m. late activity bus?
A: No. There will not be a 4:30 p.m. late activity
bus.

Q: Will students have access to the After School
Learning Center for tutoring assistance?

A: The After School Learning Center will only be
available for virtual tutoring https://usO2web.zoom.
